It offers students the opportunity to work with community organizations in Peterborough and Haliburton Counties, conducting research and helping to organize and carry out planning and development projects for course credit.

The CBE Program is designed to:

· Assist community organizations with community-based research and other services that otherwise might not be completed. 

· Provide students with experience in their fields of study and enhance future employment prospects. 

· Increase co-operation and partnership between Trent University and the broader communities it serves. 

The program compliments established curriculum across all Trent University departments and courses, where students are completing CBE projects and meeting course requirements simultaneously. Depending on the size of a given project, a student can complete it as an assignment within a regular course, as a separate course, or as a thesis.

4. Submit final Project Agreement with required signatures

5. Check-in with CBE Program Staff on a monthly basis

6. Participate in the Knowledge in Action Forum, Thursday April 5, 2012  or the Celebration of Research, Saturday March 24, 2012 by presenting a poster project of your research project
7. Submit a copy of the final report to CBE Program Staff and Host Organization (MUST include title page, executive summary, abstract and keywords) in both hard and digital copies.
